Discipline is the key to success. Hence discipline is paramount in Tropical High school for that matter, our students must:-

Respect the authority, elders and each other.

Observe the school rules and regulations plus the laws of Uganda.

ATTENDENCE:
(a)
All students are expected to report back to school on the first day of every term.

(b)
A student who misses school for reasons must carry a letter from the parent/Guardian to the class teacher to explain his/her absence.

(c)
A student is not allowed to leave the premises without a leave chit from the school authority.

(d)
All students must carry their identity cards in their pockets whenever they go.

(e)
All students must attend class work and do all tests and homework given to them in the time given.

All students must study hard and perform well.

PUNCTUALITY:
(a)
All students must report on the first day of every term, for lessons and beginning of term exams start immediately.

All students should be punctual for all school programmes and schedules.

LANGUAGE:

English is the only medium of communication at school.

6.
SCHOOL UNIFORM:

All students are expected to be smartly dressed in full school uniform at school on their way to and from school and to respect our dress code. Hair cuts, hair plaiting, hair perming, curl kits, caps slippers, open shoes, ear rings, necklaces and all sorts of coats/pullovers are not allowed on school compound. Hair must be kept short and neat.

MORALITY:

Cheating of any form is prohibited

(b)
Immoral conduct such as kissing and all forms of enormous behavioural expressions are strictly forbidden.

Stealing cannot be tolerated.

(d)
No student should possess a Radio/Music system and mobile phone at school.

(e)
Forgery is highly prohibited.

8.
THE SCHOOL CANTEEN:
(a)
Buying and selling of goods outside the school canteen is not permitted i.e no student is allowed to buy or sell any thing from/to fellow student at school.

(b)
Student can buy their basic requirements from the school canteen.

9.
INDISCIPLINE:
Fighting, smoking, drinking of alcohol, chewing sweets and use of abusive language are highly prohibited. Insolence to the staff/prefect is punishable by suspension/Expulsion.


Any student who intentionally misuses/breaks any school property must replace the property in question.


Bullying is highly prohibited. Any student found bullying another, may be asked to leave the school.

VISITORS:
Visitors who wish to communicate to any student should register with the school administration and hence seek permission to talk to the student. Only parents/Guardians registered with the school will be accepted in resolving matters concerning their children.
